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Student’s Right to Cancel

1. The student has the right to cancel the enrollment agreement and obtain a refund of
charges paid through attendance at the first class session, or the seventh day after
enrollment, whichever is later. If the student has completed 60 percent or less of the
period of attendance, a pro rata refund will be applied. If the student has completed 60
percent or greater of the term, there will be NO refund. Fees are nonrefundable. If the
student receives federal financial aid, the student is entitled to a refund of money not paid
from federal financial aid funds.

3. If a student cancels their enrollment, the school will refund the pro-rated amount of the
tuition less registration fee.

CANCELLATION

1. Withdrawal from HAU or cancellation of this agreement may be effectuated by the
student’s written notice or by the student’s conduct (for example: lack of attendance). If
the student decides to cancel the agreement, any payment the student has made shall be
returned within 45 days following HAU’s receipt of the cancellation notice.

2. To cancel this agreement with HAU, the student shall mail or deliver a signed and dated

3. If HAU gave the student any equipment, it must be returned within 30 days of the
cancellation date.
